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Day 4:  Look at class textbook and two alternative textbooks together with the class.  Introduce the Trail of Tears story to the class.  Have students journal (in class or as homework) on whether they would tell more of the Cherokee story and/or tell it differently.  Use remaining class time to have groups continue to work on projects.





	


	Day 5:  Lead class debate on whether the class text does justice to the topic.  Brainstorm with students as to other stories that may be missing from the text.  Suggest to students that these stories can be from their own culture.  Ask students as a final assignment to select an audience that they would like to convince as to the value of counterstories in history, and write a letter or prepare a speech for that audience:  school principal, parents, textbook publisher, standards board, school committee, others.  This assignment could be modified to include other media besides written or oral (poem, song, staged debate, etc) or it could be focused on one medium in order to address that specific writing standard.
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
